Secondly you and your partner should not have combined earnings exceeding $50,000 above your Centrelink pension entitlements. You should be willing to contribute $200 towards the cost of Kapten PLUS and training day.
2:
Allocation: Preference will be given to those who meet the eligibility criteria and will consider whether you: 

· Have good orientation and mobility skills

· Travel, or would travel, independently regularly enough to gain from the enhanced "location literacy" that the Kapten PLUS offers.

· Have the dexterity to manipulate the buttons and other components of the system such as plugs and switches.

· Walk at an average speed of at least 3KM/H 

· Your willingness to attend the training course in Melbourne.
· Your willingness to participate in the evaluation process.

If you feel that you meet the selection criteria and have an interest in obtaining a Kapten PLUS GPS, you should notify Lions Visual Independence Foundation by completing the details below.

Discussions will be held with your mobility instructor to assess your suitability.
